Pocahontas died in England in 1617 and her husband John Rolfe returnedn@a Wigre he
died in the Indian massacre of 1622. Their son, Dr. Thomas Rolfe, hatetiaarEngland, in
the care of an uncle, where he obtained his degree before returhingitea. [The name Rolfe
is also spelled as Relfe and Rolph.] Robert traded his Carohidggtant to Thomas Rolfe, the
son of Pocahontas and John Rolfe. Not many can claim that! Tell your grand-kids!
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
